The responsibilities of product management is to ensure a quality product.  In 2006, product management attended 80 industry events.  TAM 8.0 was released Sept 8 2006, and very few users in our group have upgraded.

Leon Hemeryck – Astaro Gateway
A very interesting presentation regarding internet traffic and way of securing.  Astaro basically replaces router, it is a firewall, intrusion prevention (stops hackers from getting in), looks for excessive traffic within the network, notifies administrator to look into.

Deep Packet Inspection Filtering – looks at everything coming in, provides a VPN network

Optional components on box – web security, network control product, monitors websites being visited by users (content filtering as well as ability to block websites).  If site is blocked, user will get an error if they try to access.  Next optional is email security, inspects all email that comes in, gives some control to users to control spam, users can check quarantined item for themselves.

Software also sends daily reporting to administrator, daily, weekly a/o monthly.

Other features: Traffic Shaping, VOIP, reporting, multiple ISP Service Aggregation (3 adapters, 1 for high speed, 1 for internal network and canhave 2nd ISP to increase bandwidth), up2date service (goes to servers, updates virus definitions daily, updates categories)

Astaro offers a free 30 day evalution if anyone is interested.
